Please no print on your shirts, brands, sayings, images. Stripes and patterns are encouraged

Use primary and secondary colors whenever possible! NO BLACK, please avoid pastels as they just appear as white on stage
All characters should wear an undershirt, tank top and/or shorts under your costume

All hair should be pulled back away from your face. We will work with characters that may need specialized makeup/hair
